	Week 1
Did the Little Pigs make it easy for the wolf try to eat them?                                          
	Science; To be able to distinguish between an object and what it is made of.
Science; To be able to identify and name a variety of everyday materials (wood, plastic, glass, metal, rock, water, fabric, elastic)

Art; To use paint creatively to create a “huff and puff” picture.

	Share “Materials” book and collection of objects – link to Three Little Pigs and what houses were made of.
What is it?

What is it made of?

Explore with senses (link to previous terms learning)

Label objects
Look at twinkl powerpoint.
Model pretending to be the wolf and huffing and puffing through a straw and making bubbles using bubble mixture and paint in a tray then put paper on the top and print the bubbles. 

	Children can name and state what a variety of objects are made of. 

Explore and sort through first-hand experience a variety of objects / materials talk about how the objects look, feel, smell. Use feely bags to focus on sense of touch.
Explore a range of materials, which ones can we use to huff and puff and blow bubbles with?

CIL activity – role play and listening area.

Children create a paint huff and puff picture (link to fireworks night)

Make up sounds to accompany oral story of the Three Little Pigs.  Orally and practically rehearse. 

	Week 2
Did the Little Pigs make it easy for the wolf to eat them? 

                                         
	Science; To be able to distinguish between an object and what it is made of.
I can group objects based on the materials they are made of

Science; To be able to identify and name a variety of everyday materials (wood, plastic, glass, metal, rock, water, fabric, elastic)

Science; To be able to perform simple tests and describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials.

Art; To use paint creatively

	Share “Materials” big book
Revise last week’s learning naming objects and labelling what different objects are made of.  Show children a variety of descriptive words (bendy, rough, smooth, hard, soft, stretchy, stiff, shiny, dull) (twinkl) match the correct descriptive word to correct material/object.
Model concept of “printing” up and down one mark. Show children selection of objects made from a variety of materials, demonstrate printing technique and how an object can be used to print in more than one way.  
	Children can name and state what a variety of objects are made of and investigate and communicate which materials are waterproof. 

Look at a collection of materials, name them and describe them. 
CIL can you build a little pigs house out of bricks of sticks or straws?
Focus on waterproof. In pairs children investigate which materials are waterproof by selecting a material and putting it on their hand and then partner pours water over it and child sees if they can feel the water on their hand.  Sort objects into waterproof and not waterproof, what do the children notice?
CIL role play and listening area.

Children explore materials and use paint creatively.
Children have exploring time and then create a “house” printed from various materials.



	Week 3 
Were the Little Pigs smarter than the Gingerbread man?               How could the Gingerbread man have been smarter?
	Science; To be able to use observations and ideas to suggest answers to questions and describe the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials.

	Revise previous weeks learning and what we found out about waterproof materials. Sort a collection of objects made up of a variety of materials, can children describe how the materials have been sorted (use key descriptive vocabulary). Talk about steps need to go through to solve a problem talk about the need to think carefully and change ideas if needed.
	Children can use their knowledge of materials and their properties to create a vehicle or suit that will get the gingerbread man across the water tray without getting wet!
Children work in pairs or alone and create an item which will get the gingerbread man across the water tray without getting wet, encourage the children to test ideas as they go and change idea if needed. Using baked gingerbread men see if children have solved the problem.



	Week 4
	Design and Technology;  Design; To be able to generate and communicate ideas through talking, drawing and templates.
Making; to be able to select from and use a range of materials (textiles).


	Children have a range of puppets to explore (string puppets ,glove puppets, finger puppets). 

Children look at materials that have been used to make the puppets and create a list of items a puppet needs to have. 
Using fabric, teach children how to join 2 pieces of fabric together by sewing, let children explore theme of sewing using range of fabrics and needles and thread. 
	Children can create a design for a gingerbread man puppet.  Look at a variety of photos of gingerbread men, what do they all have? (buttons, eyes, nose, icing?).  
Children have experienced joining 2 pieces of fabric using thread. 
CIL nature story lines – children have a line and collect items from outside that they place on  a line to tell a story to their partner. 

	Week 5


	Design and Technology;  Design; To be able to generate and communicate ideas through talking, drawing and templates.
Making; to be able to select from and use a range of materials (textiles).


	Children can either design their own or use a fairy tale character and design their own puppet. Think about joining

Look at plans created last week of gingerbread man puppets.  Discuss which materials would be good to use to make the puppets and why this material would be the best choice.  Talk about how we are going to join the material and safety rules for using needles. Model sewing and using running stitch.
	Children design and label with what they intend to use to create a gingerbread man puppet.

Children can select appropriate materials to create a puppet and can shape and join materials to make a puppet.

Children use their plan to select and create a gingerbread man puppet. Encourage children to evaluate their puppet a star (something great) and a wish (something I want to do better next time).
