	Week 1


	History; 

Ask and answer questions.

Understand some of the ways we find out about the past.

Identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.

Art;

Use drawing and painting to develop and share ideas.


	To be able to ask and answer questions using historical resources.


	Start with big enquiry question; this will engage children if they successfully answer the question we get to go!

How can we visit the beach safely?

Make a list of things we need to learn about.

Look at a recent and old photo of Bournemouth beach. 

Explain to the children that the beach is the same but over time the beach has changed to make it more popular. 

Show the children photos of the seaside 50 years and 100 years ago.

What is the same?   Sandcastles / swimming / paddling

What is different? Sun cream /surfing/ body boarding.

Move on to look at clothes worn to the seaside and compare.

Why have things changed? Introduce idea of sustainability.

Show children picture of dilapidated ice cream hut and how the ice-cream man cannot get any customers, discuss why that might be. 
	Children make a class collection of things they need to do to/ learn to be able to visit a beach safely.

Split the class in half and each half have to convince the other half why their beach is the best beach to go to. 

Children sort pictures into seaside activities that were the same and different compared to 100 years ago

Discuss children’s ideas and how we know what seaside activities went on 100 years ago.

Children design their own ice cream hut; what would they include and why? Share ideas.



	
	Art;

Learn about the work of artists and make links to their own work.

Use drawing and painting to develop and share ideas.


	To be able to use a painting by the artist Nina Brook to create a seaside painting.

	Look at paintings by artist Nina Brook, talk about the paintings, what do the children see?

What do they like? Why do they like it? Talk about how the artist has painted the picture.

Teacher models using the techniques Brooke used to paint a seaside picture. Which could be hung at the ice cream sellers hut.


	Children paint a seaside picture in the style of Nina Brook (ariel perspective). Keep referring to the original to compare and gain ideas.

Share paintings what do others like and why?

To be done over 2 sessions with details added in the second session.



	
	
	To be able to list ways in which we can protect animals and plants at the beach


	Show children a letter from the RSPB saying although it is nice for people to be coming to the beach the coastal birds are losing their homes with more and more building on the beach. 

Link to win-win trick box card how can we make sure people visit the beach so ice cream man can stay open and people can enjoy themselves but also look after the animals, plants and environment. 
	Children work in pairs to create a checklist of things we can do on a visit to the beach to make sure the plants and animals are kept safe. 



	
	What lives under, on and above the sand. 

Science - To be able to identify and name a variety of common animals, (pets and birds).
Design & Technology;
Design – generate, develop and communicate ideas through drawing.

To be able to name a famous person and state why they were 
	Revise 6 animal groups.

As a class sort a collection of animals into above, on, under the sand. 

Look at the seagull, sadly I have had a text from the ice cream man, he has been selling lots of ice-creams BUT the seagulls have been coming to his hut as they want to eat people’s ice creams!!!! He is now losing customers!!

Read the story of the Light House Keepers lunch. Talk about the role of lighthouses and the story of Grace Darling. 

Discuss how beaches can be dangerous. Use shorething website to 
	Add to sorting of animals with animals researched independently. 

Discuss why seagulls come in to the beach and do not stay out at sea to catch fish like they did?

Can you design an invention to stop the seagulls bothering the customers – add to our plan how we are going to make sure we do NOT encourage seagulls. 

Make up a group story acting out what Grace darling did, record and

To be able to name ways of staying safe at the beach.


	teach children about Grace Darling and why she was significant. 

Revisit staying safe at the beach powerpoint, focus on staying safe in the sun.

Use shorething website to explore ways to keep safe in the sun “slip.slap, slop”.
	share with the class through airplay.

Make a stay safe at the beach poster with top 5 ways to stay safe.



	 
	Art & Design;

Use a range of materials creatively to make a range of products.


	To be able to plan and make a 3d under the sea piece of artwork

	Link to sustainability work about beach. Revise list of plants and animals which could be found above, on and under the sand.

Revise with children what 3d means.

Show children how to join materials in a variety of ways.

Model creating background scene using a shoe box.

Model selecting resources and joining and making sea creatures and suspending them from the top of the box. Model positioning the sea creatures so they can all be seen.


	Children work creatively in groups of 3 with a range of materials to create an under the sea background in their shoe box.
In the 3 one child focusses on creating a beach scape where NO human impact has been (seagulls out at sea / fish abundant / no one on beach). One child focusses on beachscape where humans and ecosystem work together and one child focusses on where humans have had bad impact on the beach (litter / plastic in the sea / fishing hooks in seabirds)

Think about which one we want and revise enquiry question. 
Make a selection of resources available to the children including a range of papers, sequins, googly eyes, pipe cleaners, lolly sticks, glitter etc and children make and suspend sea creatures into their under the sea art work.
Evaluate artwork, make changes or adaptations in light of evaluation and display finished products.

	
	
	
	Finalise the planning for our trip; check we have learnt about;
Why it is important to visit the beach – to keep it sustainable.
Why should we keep us safe and how will we do this? (mention we learnt about Grace Darling and know the sea can be dangerous) – share sun safety, beach safety, trip safety rules.
Why to is it important to keep beach animals safe and how will we do this? (share beachscapes and how to be sustainable humans and the ecosystem have to live in harmony; explain we will bring our litter home, not feed the seagulls, do a supervised litter pick, leave pebbles and stones on the beach, visit Oceanarium to help animal breeding programs)
What will we need to take?

How much will we pay?

How will we tell parents?
	Make an iMovie to share all the things we have learnt and send the imovie home so parents and children in year R who will be coming with us -  know how we are going to keep us and the ecosystem safe on our trip to the beach. 

Put it into practise!
