Discuss how we find out about the past – introduce term artefact.

Tinker Time; Children have a range of artefacts (objects and pictures) to explore and ask and answer questions about. 
Children sort a collection of pictures / artefacts into now and then. 
	Children can handle objects. 
Children can ask history related questions.

Children can make deductions using artefacts. 
Children can sort and give reasons for artefacts being present or past.

What can we tell from this artefact?

	To be able to ask what/ when/ questions.
To be able to find some answers using first-hand experience.
To be able to create a portrait.
To be aware of the golden ratio in art
	Children are shown a picture of queen victoria. What can you tell? What would you like to know.
Tinker Time; Children have a collection of objects centred around queen victoria, what can they find out, what questions would they like to answer? 

Look at portraits of queen victoria, what is the same? What is different?
Children sketch each other
Children make sketches of Queen Victoria
Look at Van Gogh starry Night and The Great wave of Kanagawa and Mona Lisa – identify Golden ratio and create “modern” paintings containing the golden ratio. 

	Children keep a notebook page of things they have found out and questions they would like to ask. 
Children can create a portrait of them and queen victoria. 
Children can create a piece of art work inspired by the golden ratio.

How have toys changed over the last 120 years?
	To be able to say what was the same and different about Victorian and present day times.
	Children use a variety of Victorian toys to ask questions and make deductions about what children played with 120 years ago. 
Sort objects into now and then. How are the toys the same / different. 

Create what am I fact sheets to practise asking questions. 
	Children can identify toys Victorian children played with and state how they are the same and different.

	History

How have homes changed over the last 120 years?
	To be able to say what was the same and different about Victorian and present day times. 
	Children use knowledge of trip and artefacts to denote similarities and differences between Victorian and present day times. With particular reference to buildings. 
Children choose how to record ideas. 


	Children can state one similarity and one difference between 2 periods of time. 


	 
	History
How have childhood lives changed over the last 120 years?
	To be able to say what was the same and different about Victorian and present day times.
	Children explore school and childhood of Victorian children. Use bbc bitesize clips to explore jobs poor children had to do / school life and how it was different for rich and poor. 
Use drama to feel what jobs such as scarecrows and chimney sweeps, factory workers, mudlarks, cross sweeping, matchstick makers, servants, mine workers. 
Role play Victorian school – what was the same / different? 

Which would you prefer? 

Link to core value of justice and how this no longer happens due to changes in law and creation of NSPCC in 1889.
